
I think it’s prudent to have basically everything a priest needs to celebrate the holy sacrifice of the 
mass in a backpack or in some kind of kit. I quickly put together this list,  (bare minimum like a 
wartime kit ) which is one of the most inexpensive ways to celebrate Holy Mass,  usually in a time 
of emergency or something like that, this is from Autom church supply 800-521-2914 you can also 
go to autom.com: 
 
1. EC 509 Portable Chalice, patent, Glass crusts, crucifix and candle stand, 3 inch gold colored container 
that contains the  Priest hosts, in a vinyl case, $160 
 
2. 61654 Two and three-quarter inch Priest host White a box of 50, $5 
 
3. 61652 box 1 3/8 diameter hosts 1000 per box $20 
 
4. YS403 individually wrapped low gluten hosts 25 per box $14 
 
5. NS029 4 inch diameter ciborium that holds around 150 hosts $50 
 
6. EC 508 triple oil stock for holding the three kinds of oil‘s for the sacraments $20 
 
7. WC895 self fitting White alb $60 
 
8. D3076 AmIce, White cloth that goes around the neck that symbolizes the helmet of hope, $27   03 
come in a pack for about nine dollars each. 
 
9. JC554 ; 4 chasubles, All plane for the various feast days, $140 
 
     F2305 set of four chalice veils  $140 set 
 
10. YS900 mass linens: (Cotton) purificators and corporals, chalice Pall and towel: 12 per pack $180. 
 
11. RS 372 Chapel size Roman Missal, 7 x 9“ hard cover $109 for the Novus ordo in English.
